DISCUSSION/ACTION ON WARRANTS

DISCUSSION OF LEGISLATIVE ISSUES


Principal Heinzelman reviewed current legislative issues including information from AASA that the Jobs Act would fund construction projects instead of jobs and updates from our current State Representative, Dick Spanbauer. Topics in the Legislative Alert were granting vocational diplomas, State Support K-12 Schools lower than prior years, health insurance premiums up nine percent, median income in Wisconsin declined by more than 14 percent, investment firm settles with five school districts over fraud in marketing of Fund 73 investments, school choice trailer bill, and retirement may be short-lived for some teachers. 
UPDATE ON THE 21ST CENTURY LEARNING

Mr. Hamilton shared with the Board the changes to our network operations.  PowerSchool, Destiny, and email have all been converted to “the Cloud.”  This will allow our time to focus on the computers, netbooks, and repairs of our equipment.
