DISCUSSION/ACTION ON WARRANTS

CIA (CURRICULUM, INSTRUCTION, ASSESSMENT) PRESENTATION
     Mr. Barbeau, German Teacher at the Jr/Sr High School, Brett Panzer, Taylor Goldapske, & Trenton Vielbig presented different ways German is being taught in the classroom.  Brett, Taylor, & Trenton shared a skit in German and Mr. Barbeau shared a variety of comics that students created.
