     President Kottke called the meeting to order at 5:01 p.m.  Roll was taken and is recorded above.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON MINUTES

DISCUSSION ON FINANCIAL REPORT

     Administrator Yoder presented the financial report for February 13, 2012.  The report if filed with the clerk.

DISCUSSION/ACTION ON WARRANTS

CIA (CURRICULUM, INSTRUCTION, ASSESSMENT) PRESENTATION
     Mrs. O’Malley and Mrs. McClurg presented to the Board a program called LLI (Level Literacy Instruction).   This is a program to support those students that need extra support in literacy.  Keys to effective intervention are providing supplementary lessons, frequent lessons, keep the teacher/student ratio low, provide highly effective short term services, fast-paced lessons, focus on comprehension strategies and vocabulary, combine reading and writing, and to connect the intervention to the classroom and to the students’ homes. With this being the first year, they already have seen great progress with the students that are using it.
