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MEETING CALLED TO ORDER BY PRESIDENT

     President Kottke called the meeting to order at 5:00 p.m.  Roll was taken and is recorded above.

SCHOOL BOARD WILL MAKE THEIR TILES FOR THE COMMUNITY ART MURAL
Faye Barber-Schmuhl and Stacey Cluppert explained about the Community Art Mural and brought clay for the Board and community members to make their tiles for this mural.  The School District will be having a potluck for the community on Monday, March 5, 2012 so they will have a chance to make their own tiles for the art mural.
DISCUSSION/ACTION ON MINUTES

     Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mr. Panzer, moved to approve the minutes of the February 13, 2012 school board meeting.  Motion carried: 7 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent.

DISCUSSION OF LEGISLATIVE ISSUES
     Principal Heinzelman shared different topics including open enrollment, WiscNet, Title 1and IDEA, Senate Bill 486, Annie E. Casey Foundation, TED (non-profit organization), and Senate Bill 486. State Superintendent Tony Evers sent an ESEA waiver request to feds relating to teacher effectiveness, the January 2012 revenue is down $28 million which that tax growth is slower than previously anticipated, WISTAX uncollected revenue from online sales range $60 to $160 million, and the Joint Finance Committee approved $123 million of cuts from state agency budgets.

     Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Kraft, moved to approve Tim Sievert as our Varsity High School Football Coach.  Motion carried:  7 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent.

     Co-Curricular Committee is meeting with all coaches on Wednesday, March 14, 2012 to start the process to update our current athletic handbook.

     Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Dercks, moved to accept a two year contract with Footies Landscaping and Lawn Care with an added fuel surcharge for any fuel over $3.50 per gallon.  Motion carried:  7 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent.

CESA 6 REPORT

     Mrs. Patterson shared her attendance at the CESA 6 meeting where they had a presentation on grant writing.  CESA 6 is expanding their services to anyone and for a small fee they will have a list monthly of grants that are available.  She also shared the next chapter in the book on autonomy, which studies showed was successful with those employees that were allowed to plan their own schedule and by putting ownership into what they do.  They discussed how you could bring that into the classroom.
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS

     Administrator/Elementary Principal Yoder shared the success we had with our 4K/5K round up.  We have a possible 38 to 40 kids for this next school year.  Open enrollment is currently open for applicants and as of right now we are looking at 18 coming in and 7 going out for new students not currently active in open enrollment. Our district is set up with direct deposit and now employees will be able to access their check information online.  She also shared information on her attendance, along with some board members, on the teacher effectiveness project, her participation with CESA 6 developing the administrator effectiveness guidelines, the art teachers went along with her to the Lions Club meeting and to the coffee club at the bank to make their tiles for the art mural, and the IPads and cart are in for the elementary teachers.
     Principal Heinzelman also shared that state high school basketball may be moved to the Resch Center in Green Bay next year, a letter from Milo Perry thanking the students that were able to come and help remodel his new house, all juniors are registering for the ACT which we will host on Saturday, April 14, 2012, and on Monday, February 20, 2012 we hosted the forensic meet and our students did very well.
