· President Kottke reviewed the updated financial report.

· Debby Schufletowski, with Robert W. Baird & Co., presented information on the 2013-2014 budget and various referendum scenarios. Her presentation included information and discussion on property values, tax levy, equalization aid estimates and trends, pupil membership, revenue limit formula, and fund balance.

· Members of the referendum committee provided an update on questions and information contained in a proposed survey to be mailed to district citizens. Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to hire the services of Bill Foster from School Perceptions to assist with the survey/referendum process and move forward immediately. Motion carried: 5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to approve the addition of a special education assistant position. Motion carried: 5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

· President Kottke presented the first reading of the childcare fee schedule. Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to forego the second reading of the childcare policy and accept the policy as presented.  Motion carried: 5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

· Student representative, Michael Liebelt, presented updates on the football and volleyball seasons along with upcoming events including the Middle School pop concert and the High School pop concert.
· The Oaks Community Chat began at 7:00 p.m. Topics of discussion included school board election timeline, upcoming referendum and survey to ask for community input, and communication methods to best provide information on the referendum.

· Principal Witt reported on a successful homecoming week, attendance report, and progress with student grades. Principal Doyle reported on activities including Wall of Fame, PBIS program, visit from Oakfield Fire Department fire fighters, and Oak Pride Store. Administrator Green gave public appreciation for the tremendous amount of support from the referendum committee and reported on activities in academics and curriculum.
