OAKS COMMUNITY CHAT
     Mrs. Liebelt presented to the community the curriculum and resources that the School District of Oakfield staff is using during their bi-monthly early dismissals. Discussion also took place on the referendum and how we can communicate it better and the change in the school calendar.  Community questions were also addressed.
STAFF INPUT

Areas discussed were the districts image, new administration, when will staff know if they will be full-time or part-time, and what is the timeline for construction of the middle school.  Board discussion followed.

     Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to accept with regrets, Dr. Heinzelman’s resignation as the Jr/Sr High School principal.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 1 no – Panzer, 1 absent.

     Mrs. Murphy-Steinke noted that the school board did not ask Principal Heinzelman for his resignation.  He presented to the Board his resignation prior to the referendum election.
DISCUSSION ON ADMINSTRATION ALIGNMENT
     Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Dercks, moved to hire a 4K-5 principal, 6-12 principal, and a 50% superintendent.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

     Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Dercks, moved to accept internal applicants only at this time with a deadline of April 29, 2013.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.   
MIDDLE SCHOOL REMODEL UPDATE
     President Kottke shared with the Board how important the Middle School Remodel is and that we need to set up committees and people in charge with the change in administration.  Board discussion followed and the Board requests weekly meetings with the staff, administration and Mr. Schell.  Administration will follow up with the curriculum and who will oversee that.
