Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Kraft, moved to accept the German language Virtual School as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Kraft, moved to approve the donation from John Barbeau in the amount of $619.00 for classroom supplies.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

Mr. Ronca, Mr. Manier, Mrs. Holz, Mrs. Watkins, and Mrs. Meyer presented to the Board the curriculum that the middle school staff will be implementing in the 2013-14 school year.

Public Input:  Mr. McCarty presented the Board with a letter of recommendation, Mr. Rasmussen and Mr. Boelk also shared that they had requested the School Districts financial reports through the Open Records Law.
 
Administrator Yoder shared with the Board the previous, current and future budget proposal.  
 
Administrator Yoder updated on the Health Insurance Committee Meeting.  Bid requests have been sent out to Insurance Companies.  Various options have been discussed.  Once we receive the bids back the committee will get together to review our options.
 
The referendum ad hoc committee will report at the June 10, 2013 school board meeting.  
 
Three school board members, Mrs. Kottke, Mr. Panzer, and Mrs. Murphy-Steinke will attend a meeting on exploration of partnership ideas at the School District of Mayville.  Possible partnership ideas that will be discussed are instructional programming, co-curricular, extra-curricular activities, and other related services.

Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Kraft, moved to accept the CESA 6 contract as presented.  Motion carried:  4 ayes, 0 noes, 3 absent.

Mr. Panzer, seconded by Mr. Kraft, moved to hire Cory Wirkus for five hours a day as our Technology Assistant. Motion carried:  4 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent

· Mrs. Kottke shared with the Board some ideas of restructuring some board procedures for the agenda and our meetings.

· Administrator Yoder let the Board know that the Elementary and daycare are using the security system with complete lockdown except before and after school.  The Jr/Sr High School will implement their system with the 2013-14 school year.  They just had their system finished.
· Administrator Yoder reported on her attendance at the Legislative Breakfast.

· Mr. Liebelt, Student Representative, shared the concerns with the music and band students afraid that they will not be able to get their lessons in with having the RTI time.

· Principal Yoder updated on the events happening at the elementary school including that Friday’s field day may have to be inside, fifth grade promotion will be on June 4th and the sixth grade promotion on June 5th. At the district level we started the employee handbook and our new facebook page will be up and running soon and an autodialer will go out when it is ready to view.
