· Mrs. Marcoe, seconded by Mrs. Kottke, moved to approve the February 8, 2016 school board minutes. Motion approved:  7 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent
· Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mrs. Kopf, moved to approve the warrants through February 22, 2016 as presented.  Motion carried:  7 ayes, 0 noes, 0 absent.
· There was no Public Input.
· Hannah Flury and Kate Beulen, representing the senior class, presented to the Board their ideas, procedures and the results of their survey with area school districts allowing the decorating of graduation caps.  They would like the board to reconsider their previous decision.
