· Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to accept the January 26, 2015 school board meeting minutes.    Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Financial report is filed with the clerk.
· There were no warrants to be approved.
· Public Input – Mr. Steinbarth apologized to the Board for a poor decision that he had made while a student at the Oakfield High School.  The Board appreciated and accepted his apology.
· Mr. Wusterbarth, Student Representative, shared that he will be taking some time to start doing surveys with the students in order to stay connected while he is taking classes outside the school district.

· Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mrs. Marcoe, accepted a $500 donation to the boys basketball program from Rick Slate.  This money is used for the boys summer program.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to approve the donation from Hank and Mary Ann Koenecke for a 1997 Chevrolet Cavalier car with a value of $1,500.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Mrs. Guenther, MS/HS Counselor, reviewed with the Board the new and old courses described in the 2015-2016 Oakfield High School Course Catalog.  Students will be registering for courses within the next two weeks.  Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to approve the 2015-2016 Oakfield High School Course Catalog as presented.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.

· Administrator Green presented the first reading of policy #5451.02 Technical Excellence Higher Education Scholarships. Board discussion followed.
· Administrator Green presented the 2015-2016 school calendar and explained the changes made from DPI in regards to the number of days/minutes that is required for a school year.  For the 2015-2016 school year they would like to have a full week off with Easter in order to have a spring break for families to take vacations.  Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to approve the 2015-2016 school calendar as presented.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1absent.
· Administrator Green reviewed the second Friday count for January 9, 2015.
· Administrator Green updated the Board on the progress with the sale of the John Deere tractor.  Final bids will be presented at the February 23, 2015 school board meeting.
· Administrator Green shared her attendance at the Superintendent Conference in which she attended that day.  The main discussion was Governor Walker’s budget proposal in which she shared everyone’s concern.  Discussion took place.
· Principal Doyle reported on some of the activities at the OES including the upcoming 100th day on Friday, February 13, 2015, Jump Rope for Heart will also be on that day, Off the Top Salon was the community business featured at the Friday Wall of Fame, winter assessments have been completed, CESA 6 interviewed some of our staff for their Teacher Effectiveness Program video, and our own staff created a PBIS video with the teachers breaking all of the rules at recess to present to the students and to post on facebook.  At the childcare center they just implemented a new program for families to check their children in and out on the computer.  This will be a better system for recordkeeping purposes.
· Principal Klassy shared they will be having an eight grade parent/student scheduling night, a course fair for the students which will allow teachers to explain the courses they are teaching to help the students decide next years classes, and the bleachers have been ordered.
