· President Kottke appointed Angie Patterson as the acting clerk

· Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to accept the February 23, 2015 school board meeting minutes.    Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Financial report is filed with the clerk.
· Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mr. Dercks, moved to approve the warrants through March 9, 2015 as presented.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Public Input – Mr. Perry shared with the Board an act of kindness that our district bus driver, Marv Bosveld, did for his son. 
Mrs. Laning updated the Board on her previous meetings for the new gymnasium, wish list items and ideas for the fundraising.    
· Mr. Wusterbarth, Student Representative, shared that softball would be starting in a week and baseball would be starting in two weeks.
· Mr. Tyner updated the Board on the technology upgrades that have taken place around the district and those items they are still working on.  
Mrs. Primeau shared how helpful it is for her second grade to have one on one IPads since reading is an online program.  
Mr. Schepp commented on the improvements in the classroom with switching from netbooks to chromebooks.  Thanks went out to the Board for their technology commitment.

Mr. Manier and Mr. Wedel shared a new club that they have started at the Middle School/High School called Tech Ninja.  They heard about this idea at a conference they attended.  As part of this club the students are trained to help with tech problems with both the students and staff devices.  Students were here to share their experiences and opportunities that this club is able to offer them.
· Principal Klassy presented a revised Eva B. Smith Scholarship application.  They have changed the questions for the graduate students so the three years they can apply they would have a different essay question.  
· Principal Klassy and Mrs. Liebelt shared with the Board on the new middle school math program in which they have been piloting with our middle school students.  Advantage of this new program is they can practice math skills on a computer which will help them with the upcoming online Badger exam. 
· Principal Klassy shared the changes in the middle school reading program.  This year they increased the number of minutes in reading which has allowed them to do more writing and the students are able to pick a book to read of their choice and at their level.  This helps increase the interest in reading.
· Mrs. Liebelt shared how the first year of having the required statewide ACT and Workkeys test went for all juniors.  Compliments went out to our juniors.  Every student was there for both days so we will not need to do a makeup day.  Due to it being a regular school day, we held the test at the Community Center so the students had a quiet atmosphere.
· Mr. Kraft, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to approve the 2015 safety patrol trip to Wisconsin Dells.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Marcoe, moved to approve the 2015-2017 administrator contract as presented.  Motion carried.  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Administrator Green shared staffing retirements are due in by March 15, 2015, teaching contracts will be out by May 15, 2015 and due back by June 15, 2015.  Due to different needs in the middle school there may be some staffing changes and we have a custodial position available.
· Principal Doyle reported on some of the activities at the OES including the upcoming parent teacher conferences, Family Night on Wednesday, March 18, 2015 and Grandparents Day on Friday, March 20, 2015.  The business of the month honored at our  Wall of Fame was the Oakfield Enterprise and the childcare staff completed their mandatory reporting.
· Principal Klassy also shared parent teacher conferences and the upcoming Family Night with lots of activities by the students.  The gym project will be starting April 1, 2015 and the Summer School booklets have gone out.
