· President Kottke appointed Tanya Marcoe as the acting treasurer
· Mrs. Marcoe, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to accept the March 23, 2015 school board meeting minutes.    Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Financial report is filed with the clerk.
· Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mrs. Marcoe, moved to approve the warrants through April 13, 2015 as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Public Input – Mr. Deer reported on the annual car show in which they have held at the MS/HS.  They are looking at holding this again and was asking for permission to use the MS/HS school grounds.  This is on the same day as the village-wide rummage sale.
· Mr. Tapp, Senior Class Advisor, brought to the Board the information for this years senior class trip to Wisconsin Dells.  All expenses are paid for by the senior class account.  Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mr. Nyhuis, moved to approve the 2015 senior class trip to Wisconsin Dells as presented.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· The appointment of the CESA 6 Board of Control Delegate will be at the April 27, 2015 school board meeting.  
· The Board discussed the 2015-2016 school board meeting dates and decided to add a May 18, 2015 meeting and change the July 13th meeting to July 20, 2015.  Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mrs. Marcoe, moved to accept the 2015-2016 school board meetings dates as presented with the mentioned changes.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent. 
· WEA changed their dental plan to Delta Dental.  There is no change in coverage or premiums.  Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to accept Delta Dental as our new dental insurance carrier.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Mr. Mock shared with the Board the WIAA proposed amendments that will be voted on at the annual meeting.
· Mrs. Kottke, seconded by Mr. Dercks, moved to approve the correction on a previous car donation title to Kristy Miller.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Administrator Green discussed the ideas of using the new district brand for some of the upcoming staff appreciation items.  Following board discussion, it was decided to wait and start off the 2015-16 school year to unveil the new brand, mission statement and goals that the strategic planning committee has been working on.
· Administrator Green shared the successful food service audit which the district just completed with DPI.
· Board discussion took place on the professional staff compensation.  There are different ideas on how we can compensate the professional staff.  The Board is asking administration to bring back the discussed plan along with the support staff and adminstrator’s compensation plans so they have it all together. 
· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Marcoe, moved to approve the hiring of two custodians.  Geralyn Hall with be the custodian at the Elementary School and Thomas Higgins will be the custodian at the MS/HS.  Motion carried:  6 ayes, 0 noes, 1 absent.
· Principal Doyle reported on the events and activities at the elementary school and childcare.  In the childcare they are looking at enhancing the school age summer program to make their time more enjoyable and at the elementary school the field trips are starting, the safety patrol dance is this Friday, April 17, 2015 and the school had the Painting Hope Assembly.  

· Principal Klassy also shared the Painting Hope Assembly, badger testing will start this week and Wednesday night there will be an incoming sixth grade night for parents and students. 

· The Painting Hope Assembly was presented to the different age levels including an assembly for parents.  Eric Samuel Timm strives to make a positive difference in the lives of young people through painting and speaking.  Topics included life, sharing your story and for the parents, super heroes.  This was a very powerful assembly for the students, staff, and parents.  A grant from the Oakfield Community Foundation helped fund part of the cost toward this presentation. 
· Administrator Green gave the Board an update on the Eva B. Smith Fund, some unexpected maintenance expenses, the Badger Exam, State Report Card, and the state referendum results.
