· Roll call

· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to accept the May 11 & May 18, 2015 school board minutes.    Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Financial report is filed with the clerk.

· Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to approve the warrants through June 8, 2015 as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Public Input – None
· Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Kopf, moved to renew the Business Owner and Workers Compensation Insurance with Property Casualty Insurance Company as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.  
· Mr. Kuetz, from Associated Financial, reviewed with the Board the Health, Long Term Care, Long Term Disability, and Life Insurance renewal premiums and plan options.   There were four options with a 3.9%, 5%, 5.8%, and 7.4% increase.  Board discussed how each of these options would affect the district and the employee.  With the 5.8% increase, it would be the same coverage only with an added life insurance policy.  Following Board discussion, Mrs. Patterson, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to renew our insurance policies with WEA at the 5.8% increase as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mrs. Liebelt shared with the Board the digit math program they were piloting at the Middle School.  Digits is not just a math program it is also a resource.  This program is application base verses fact, which makes it easier to retain.  It also is a follow up from what we are doing in the elementary school.  
· Mr. Nyhuis, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, move to adopt the six year digit math program for the Oakfield Middle School.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mr. Thone shared with the Board communication he had with other school districts on what text books they are using for their AP Statistics class.  Since we are increasing our AP programs we will need extra text books.  Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to approve the Pearson Third Generation AP Stats text books as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mrs. Arkins reviewed the text books we are using for our AP Chemistry class.  Some reasons for updating our books include test prep series, lab book for different chapters and an AP exam study guide.  Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to purchase new text books for the AP Chemistry class with the quantity that will meet our student’s needs.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mrs. Liebelt reported to the Board the different summer teaching opportunities that our staff will be participating in.  Some of these conferences will be out of state.
· Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to approve the resignation of Geralyn Hall as the Oakfield Elementary School custodian.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Administrator Green shared with the Board the opportunity we have in combining the Special Education Director and School Psychologist position in which we contract from CESA 6.  Over the last few years we have not been able to get the same Special Education Director which makes it difficult for our students and staff.  Holly Rabe, our School Psychologist has agreed to further her education and become our Special Education Director along with her current position.  She has been a valuable employee of our district for six years.  We feel this will give us the consistency that we need in this area.   Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to combine the Special Education Director and the School Psychologist position as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Mrs. Murphy, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to approve the 2015-2016 CESA 6 contract as presented.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

· Mr. Mock, Athletic Director, presented to the Board a proposal to add a $10 athletic fee pass to all students with this years upcoming registration.  We are hoping this will keep the students out of the hallways and in the gym instead of waiting until they can get in for free and we hope there will be an increase in student attendance at our sporting events.  Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mrs. Murphy-Steinke, moved to add a $10 athletic pass fee for all students.  Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.

· Mr. Mock, Athletic Director, also shared an idea of doing an impact test on all students at the Middle School/High School instead of just athletes.  He feels this is a very good test for everyone to experience.  Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to approve impact testing for grades 6 – 12.   Motion carried:  5 ayes, 0 noes, 2 absent.
· Administrator Green updated the Board on our technology purchase from a previous school board meeting.  When we were going to purchase chrome books there was a suggestion about checking into a different kind of chrome book that our neighboring district uses and the cost was much cheaper.  Mr. Tyner checked into this district and they do not use their chrome books for testing and have a lab for that purpose so they do not purchase the 14” screen and they do not need the speed that we need on our chrome books.  The company that we do business with does not charge shipping either so Mr. Tyner felt this was our best deal for our district needs.  
· Principal Klassy updated on events happening at the Middle School/High School including  the lockers and flooring are coming out, the moving of rooms has taken place, outside landscaping was done by Ms. Zimmerman’s FFA class, choir will be going to New York the third weekend in June, Summer School will start next week, and the girls softball team will be playing at state again this upcoming weekend.
· Dean of Students/Athletic Director, Mr. Mock we will be having a fan bus going to the state games and anyone can go.  The cost will be $5 and to call the elementary school to sign up.
· Principal Doyle updated on the activities at the elementary school including the PTO sponsored Walk-a-Thon, Tuesday’s school assembly, field day, the teacher effectiveness project, support staff evaluations, and updates with the childcare program. 
· Administrator Green recognized both principals, Mrs. Doyle and Mrs. Klassy, on their hard work and dedication with the Teacher Effectiveness project and shared how this evaluation system works. Updates in legislation was also reviewed.
· Next School Board Meeting will be Monday, July 20, 2015 at 5:30 p.m., Oakfield Elementary School.
· Mr. Dercks, seconded by Mrs. Patterson, moved to adjourn at 8:56.  Motion carried:  4 ayes, 0 noes, 3 absent.
